Dear Parents

Swine Flu

I am writing to inform you that we have had one confirmed case of Swine Flu in school. This child is currently at home receiving appropriate treatment.
We have contacted Hampshire County Council who have advised that there is no need to close the school. Cases should be treated as you would normal seasonal flu. The vast majority of cases of swine flu in the UK have been mild with a small number of more severe cases. The approach being taken now by the medical profession is treatment rather than containment. 
Children who have flu symptoms in school will be sent home and you should seek medical advice if symptoms worsen or persist. Please do not send your child to school if they have flu symptoms.  If your child has any other underlying medical problems such as diabetes or asthma you should seek advice immediately from your GP. 

Clearly at this time, as ever, hygiene is important. In school we will be encouraging children to:
· cover noses and mouths when coughing or sneezing, using tissues when possible;

· dispose of dirty tissues promptly and carefully;

· wash their hands frequently.

We will also be closely monitoring absences so please ensure you inform the school the reason why your child is not at school. We will keep you informed should there be any significant changes to the current situation.
