Debug To find and fix errors in code.

Input Information sent to a computer or program 
from a device, like a keyboard or mouse.

Loop A repeated sequence of instructions. 

Nested loop A loop inside another loop, used to repeat 
actions multiple times within a larger 
repeated action.

Genre A category of films with similar styles and 
themes.

Output Information sent from a computer or program 
to a device, like a monitor or speakers.

Remixing Changing and improving an existing project to 
make it your own.

Pitch How high or low a sound is.

Program A set of instructions that a computer follows.

Repeat To do something again multiple times.

Rhythm The pattern of long and short notes.

Tempo The speed of the music (fast or slow).

Soundtrack The music and sounds that go with a movie, 
game or story.
